 May this New Year bring many opportunities to draw closer to our 
Lord Jesus and to be willing to serve Him with a grateful heart in 
partnership together. 
 

It wasn’t so long ago that the task was given to the Jewish 
population as God’s revealed Chosen People to proclaim His Word.  
However, God had some good news coming that was a mystery, 

only just hinted at through the prophets of Israel, which in the right timing, the fulness of time, was made known 
also to His holy apostles, all through His Spirit.  Paul writes about it in the Epistle to the Ephesians, chapter 3, 
1-12: 
 

For this reason I, Paul, the prisoner of Christ Jesus for the sake of you Gentiles— if indeed you have 
heard of the stewardship of God’s grace which was given to me for you; that by revelation there was 
made known to me the mystery, as I wrote before in brief. By referring to this, when you read you can 
understand my insight into the mystery of Christ, which in other generations was not made known to 
the sons of men, as it has now been revealed to His holy apostles and prophets in the Spirit; to be 
specific, that the Gentiles are fellow heirs and fellow members of the body, and fellow partakers of the 
promise in Christ Jesus through the gospel, of which I was made a minister, according to the gift of 
God’s grace which was given to me according to the working of His power. To me, the very least of all 
saints, this grace was given, to preach to the Gentiles the unfathomable riches of Christ, and to bring 
to light what is the administration of the mystery which for ages has been hidden in God who created 
all things; so that the manifold wisdom of God might now be made known through the church to the 
rulers and the authorities in the heavenly places. This was in accordance with the eternal purpose 
which He carried out in Christ Jesus our Lord, in whom we have boldness and confident access 
through faith in Him. 
 

The wonderful news was being made known that another group of people were joining the first group, the 
remnant of believers in God and the Coming One, the Messiah, in proclaiming God’s Word, and they were the 
Gentiles.  That was the mystery-that the Messiah would be for all people, both Jewish and Gentile. The 
Gentiles are fellow heirs and fellow members of the body-partakers of the promise in Christ Jesus through the 
gospel. They were recipients of the unfathomable riches of Christ. This mystery was revealed at just the right 
time-the fulness of time-by God who created all things-to be carried out in Jesus Christ.  With all boldness in 
Him we both have confident access to the Kingdom of Heaven and God the Father through faith in Jesus. 
 

Let us both look forward to the opportunities that will present themselves to us this coming year-both in good 
circumstances and maybe some not-so-good circumstances, to strengthen each other, pray for one another, 
and stand alongside one another for the furtherance of the gospel.
