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Acts 13:38-39 
Therefore let it be known to you, brethren, that through Him 

forgiveness of sins is proclaimed to you, and through Him 

everyone who believes is freed from all things, from which 

you could not be freed through the Law of Moses. 

 

Paul makes this powerful statement during an opportunity given to him on a visit to a 

synagogue on the Sabbath in Antioch.  It is also an encouragement to us who are trusting in 

Jesus. 

Through Him, that is Jesus, forgiveness of sins is proclaimed to you! What a wonderful and 

freeing proclamation with all thanks and glory being given to God! Your sins, as well as those 

of the people hearing and believing this message in Antioch, are forgiven, completely. While 

we attempt to live a life pleasing to God, with the help of the Holy Spirit, we know there are 

times when we will fail because of sins of omission, besetting or habitual sin, and deliberate or 

willful sin, in confessing those through earnest repentance, we are forgiven. You can know 

today, right now, that your sins, all of them, are forgiven through the shed blood of Jesus Christ. 

Paul also encourages us and his listeners by declaring that we are freed from all things-there is 

nothing restraining us nor preventing us from living eternally in heaven with our Lord and 

Savior Jesus. He declares that the Law of Moses can’t and never could do that for you. Living 

according to the Law does not free anyone but only shows them their need for a Savior to free 

them from all things. One cannot live a God-pleasing life under the Law or by doing lawful 

works to try to earn their salvation. Being saved for all of eternity comes through faith given to 

us by the grace of God. 

Do you have that faith? Jesus offers it to you for free. Confess your sin as you desire to be free 

from the guilt of sin and the bonds of sin. He is faithful and just to forgive all of your sins so 

you can live freely in Him, trusting completely in Him.
