MY HEART IS LONGING TO PRAISE

MY SAVIOR
(Hymns and Songs of Zion No. 467)

This hymn is set to a Norwegian folk tune, which is
lyrical and emotionally moving even without the
words, which express deep longing and the
immense joy of the gospel. In translation it is
treasured by Christians in all of the Scandinavian
countries as well as Lutherans in the United States.

The poem was written by Princess Eugenie
(1830-1889) of the combined kingdoms of Sweden
and Norway. Scandinavians are generally outwardly
reserved, but in their hymns they express the
longing, devotion and piety in their hearts. There is
a lovely rendition of this hymn on U-tube. Google
“My heart is longing to praise my Savior - Ole Bull.”
Princess Eugenie was artistically talented in many
ways, as musician, poet, painter and sculptor. A
crisis of ill health and the death of her brother led
Eugenie to take a great interest in religion. She was
inspired by the teachings of Thomas a Kempis, and
she supported the revival movement of Carl Olof
Rosenius (1816-1868). She also developed an
increasing interest in charity as her poor health
forced her to give up her artistic pursuits. She
freely spent the fortune inherited from her mother
on her charity projects.

2015). This is a summary highlighting some
parts of the book.

Amy Carmichael was born into a godly Christian
home in Northern Ireland near Belfast in 1867,
and she died at age 83 in 1951 in India where
she ministered to outcast children and adults
over many decades. Most of those ministered to
were girls and women, but later some young
boys were ministered to dso at the Dohnavur
Fellowship in south India. She lived her faith day
by day communing with the Lord and asking for
His guidance. Dohnavur Fellowship exists to this
day and is solely run by committed Christian
Indians. Dohnavur Fellowship is run by the
same Christian principles today as when Amy
Carmichael was there.

When Amy came to India as a missionary after
first some short stays in Japan and Sri Lanka
(formerly Ceylon), she was planning to be an
evangelist. The Lord changed her direction from
being a traveling evangelist for women and
children when He brought to her some desperate
young girls and infant girls. These children
needed a home and protection from the evils of
the established religion. Families would sell
their mostly female childrento support wicked
practices in the temples in exchange for money
or other benefits. The numbers grew over the
years till there were over 900 present in the
1940’ s (including staff)
(mother) by the children. They were loved,
taken care of, educated, and later, a hospital was
added to Dohnavur Fellowship. Itis now illegal
in India to dedicate girls to temples, but
according to an article that was shared with the
group, this evil practice still occurs underground
to some degree.
