We have been studying Romans during this preaching series, lately from 

the end of chapter 11 & part of 12.         

Romans 11:33-12:13: 

“Oh, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! 

How unsearchable are His judgments and unfathomable His ways! For who 

has known the mind of the Lord, or who became His counselor? Or who has 

first given to Him that it might be paid back to him again? For from Him and through Him and to Him are all things. To 

Him be the glory forever. Amen. 

Therefore I urge you, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable 

to God, which is your spiritual service of worship. And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the 

renewing of your mind, so that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect. 

For through the grace given to me I say to everyone among you not to think more highly of himself than he ought to 

think; but to think so as to have sound judgment, as God has allotted to each a measure of faith. For just as we have many 

members in one body and all the members do not have the same function, so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, 

and individually members one of another. Since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, each of us is 

to exercise them accordingly: if prophecy, according to the proportion of his faith; if service, in his serving; or he who 

teaches, in his teaching; or he who exhorts, in his exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; 

he who shows mercy, with cheerfulness. 

Let love be without hypocrisy. Abhor what is evil; cling to what is good. Be devoted to one another in brotherly love; 

give preference to one another in honor; not lagging behind in diligence, fervent in spirit, serving the Lord; rejoicing in 

hope, persevering in tribulation, devoted to prayer, contributing to the needs of the saints, practicing hospitality.” 

 

Paul’s appreciation for God’s wisdom and knowledge is reflected in his statements of awe-we can’t understand His 

wisdom nor His judgments since both are so deep.I imagine there are many times you have marveled at what God has 

done or is doing and other times where you’ve wondered about something He has done or allowed, not fully 

understanding or comprehending-even like a hurricane or the death of someone close to you. All things are from Him, 

through Him, and to Him, which is why we come before Him in worship and prayer and although we aren’t His 

counselor, He does listen and does answer prayer-to Him be the glory forever, Amen! 

We show our appreciation for the Lord and to Him by not being conformed to this world but by being transformed 

through the renewing of our mind, so that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good, acceptable, and 

perfect. So many things surround us in this world that are tempting to our desires, that siphon away our time and energy 

but are unproductive in God’s eyes, and that actually enhance the work of evil/sin in our life, trapping us even though 

subtle and not easily detected. Following Jesus requires that we distance ourselves from the world and worldly values and 

stand out and stand strongly for Him. He has equipped us with gifts to be used in serving our Church such as prophecy, 

teaching, giving, mercy, service, etc. Are you using your gift or gifts to minister especially in your church, as well as to 

others God has placed in your path? Are you studying His living Word, drawing closer to Him? 

Paul goes on to describe other ways we can use our gifts and what attitudes are beneficial to our spiritual growth. 

Love the Lord with all your heart, mind, and soul. Honor Him by relying upon the Holy Spirit, living in you, to live a 

joyful, Godly life. We are partners together in living out a blessed life and spreading it to others.  Ministering with you 

and to you-          Shalom2u!

 My Two Worlds

Here I am, this time in the Denver airport, writing my blog, hoping that someone out there will get where I'm 
coming from with what I'm going to say in this thing. 
    As anyone would expect, leaving your country and adapting a totally different lifestyle (as I did TWO AND A 
HALF YEARS AGO) is difficult. And they are correct. It is difficult. But, maybe because I am an optimist and a 
dreamer, I didn't really expect it to be THIS hard. The thing that mainly surprises me, though, is that it is STILL 
so difficult. 
   In June, I arrived back in my beloved Ensenada after two months of crazy travel. I was exhausted and 
relieved to be "home". Two weeks later, I flew back to my other "home" in Minnesota, for a month long break. 
I was excited to see some good friends, spend time with my family, and RELAX. 
   As always, I arrived home and I was happy, but it does take me a few days to adjust to be in my other 
culture, with my first family and remember how to live life like everyone else around me. 
   But the fact of the matter is, I am ruined for "normal" life forever. Nothing truly feels like home anymore. No 
matter how long I will live in any one culture, I will never acclimate completely or feel like I 100% belong. 
Mexico obviously doesn't feel like home- my very appearance gives away that I am not from that country. My 
Spanish is accented, I wear shorts when it's hot out, and I prefer flour tortillas. In Minnesota, on the other 
hand, I can blend in much better, to the point where someone wouldn't even notice that my life is anything 
out of their ordinary. But my mind and heart are abuzz with dissonance. My thoughts are "Wow, seven dollars 
is a lot to spend on a shirt," or "It's SO green here!" or "I think I will just walk there instead of drive," or "Wow! 
I can speak in my language when I am ordering at a restaurant!" Neither of my "homes" are home. Neither of 
my "normals" are normal anymore. 
   For the last two and a half years, I have subconsciously been trying to feel normal. I have realized within 
these past few weeks that I was trying to accomplish this by eliminating one of my two worlds. But I can't do 
that. Even if I decide to literally abandon one world, the memories and experiences and people of the other 
world will be with me forever. My life has been changed and I can never go back. 
   Here's the twist though- our real home isn't on this earth anyway. This is plain for anyone, from any culture 
to see. We get sick, we feel alone, we envy others, we hurt people we love and they hurt us, we lose precious 
people, and as much as we try and try and try to prevent these things, they happen. It is clear to me that if this 
really was my home, my heart would never feel broken, I wouldn't hurt people that I claim to love, and I 
wouldn't ever feel like I am on my own. But it happens. 
 
  So I have decided to stop trying to desperately find perfection, because I won't find it here. My life will never 
be perfect. I will never "arrive" into what my life is "supposed to be like." The fact is, life is happening to me 
now, every second. So instead of chasing after "normal" or "perfect" or "home", I will cling to the only One 
who is all of these things. I will walk in the knowledge that this earth is not my final destination. For me this 
means letting go of expectations, putting all my trust in Him, and doing my best to love everyone in between 
here and There. And I'll do this knowing that all that I can do is give it my best shot.
